LaToya Ruby Frazier's haunting photographs of autoworkers in Lordstown, Ohio - composed of
spectral, shadowy greys - put a human face on late capitalism. The small town'’s engine was a GM
plant that produced the Chevy Cruze, and despite the company’s promise to continue
manufacturing that car until 2021, the factory has been ‘unallocated’, excised from GM and left in
uncertainty. Frazier's images, set against a backdrop of tense union negotiations, are pathos-laden
portraits of the workers marginalized by their factory town'’s precarious dependency on its

multinational patron.
